Suggestions…
· A constructive comment is one that addresses the issue at hand directly, not with a generality. “Good!” in the margins means very little. You should specify exactly what is “good” about that portion of the piece: a transition between paragraphs, the creativity of the argument, word choice, etc. The point is to highlight what your partner is doing right and what might be improved or how to better convey an argument. 
· Honesty is important, but be sure you’re being constructive with your feedback. 
· Don’t ignore a problem because you don’t want to hurt your partner’s feelings. Express your concerns tactfully and diplomatically but completely. When you critique something, please provide guidance about how to improve it — an example, an idea, etc.
