Introduction to Philadelphia Public Transportation
For this assignment you will have to choose three different destinations in Philadelphia that look interesting to you. 
You will then write out detailed instructions on how to get to and from the destination using public transportation (bus, train, high speed line etc.).  For each destination you will write a few sentences about why you chose it.
Your starting point for each destination will be Bryn Mawr College.

Here is an example: You may not use this as one of your three 
Destination: Liberty Bell (526 Market St, Philadelphia, PA 19106)
Leave Bryn Mawr College and head to the Bryn Mawr Train station, walking down Morris Avenue and crossing Montgomery Avenue. I decided to take the Paoli Thorndale Line for this trip and will need to get a train headed to Philadelphia. (explain which side of the track you will enter the train) 
I will board the train and plan to get off at Jefferson Station. Since I do not have a Septa Key, I will need to purchase my train fare onboard. Today is (Tuesday at 1pm) and so I know that the fare will be $AB
At the station, I look for signs to the Market Street exit. The exit that leads to Market Street is on the left and up the escalator. If I wanted to, I could also take the 11th street exit, walk down 11th street and turn left onto Market.
